The Departmental Disciplinary Committee has completed its investigation of
your complaint against the above-referenced attorney. As explained below, the
Committee has decided to take no further action.

Specifically, the allegations you make relate to events that transpired almost
35 years ago in the course of proceedings in L978. The allegations appear to relate to a
specific civil matter and to a related matter in the Grievance Committee in the Second
Department. The allegations should have been raised in those forums at that time. We
decline to proceed further.

The Committee arrived at this determination after the case was submitted to a
member of the Committee, an independent board of lawyers and non-lawyers
appointed by the Appellate Division, First Judicial Department. The Committee
member concluded that no further investigation or action was warrante<i.
