Funding of the Judiciary. By statute, and since the late 1970's, the nine major trial courts
(Supreme Courts, Court of Claims, County Courts, Family Courts, Surrogate's Courts, New York
City Civil and Criminal Courts, District Courts and City Courts outside New York City) and all three
appellate courts (Court of Appeals, Appellate Divisions and Appellate Terms) are funded entirely
by the State except that local governments, with some limited State financial assistance, bear
responsibility for provision of court facilities. The Town and Village Justice Courts, by contrast, are
funded by the Towns and Villages in which they sit, although they do receive limited State financial
assistance as well.
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ment support. The decrease is attributable to the continuation of cost saving measures in supplies,
