Article Vl of the State Constitution,to deter corruption in the legislative and executive branches of state
government." lt was referred to the Senate Judiciary Committee and, on May 18, 2018, referred to the Attorney
General for opinion. On June 8,2Ot8, the opinion was referred to the Senate Judiciary Committee.
