Their significance is detailed by three memoranda that our nonpartisan, nonprofit citizens organization sent to ALL

Senators & ALL members of the Assembly Committee on Governmental Employees and Assembly Ways & Means

Committee. These memoranda - which are probably the reason why the full Senate has not yet voted on 5.2953 and
why A.245 is still in the Assembly Ways & Means Committee -- are posted on our website, www.iudgewatch,org, on the
webpage entitled "Fighting Off Progeny of the Judicial Compensation Statute - & Securing a Functioning Legislative
Process".

As your examination of these three memoranda will reveal, the constitutional, statutory, and other infirmities of S.2953

However, you've yet to unearth the scandal that will rightfully END
Bill Thompson's mayoral run: his appointment by Governor Andrew Cuomo,
on June 10, 2011, as Chairnan of the Special Commission on Judicial
Compensation and his fraud and comrption in that capacity, covered up and
endorsed by the Governor and New York's highest constitutional officers --
Temporary Senate President Dean Skelos, Assembly Speaker Sheldon Silver,
Chief Judge Jonathan Lippman, Attorney General Eric Schneiderman, and
Comptroller Thomas DiNapoli -- all NAMED defendarrts in a lawsuit based
thereon brought by our nonpartisan, nonprofit citizens' organization, Center for
Judicial Accountability, Inc. (CJA), on behalf of the People of New York State
and the public interest (& whose unnamed defendants include Senators John
Sampson & Malcolm Smith).
